B.
Not become casual about safety.



C.
Attend monthly shop safety meetings where safe work and personal 


practices are to be reviewed.



D.
Follow the guidelines outlined in Section II D.1, entitled “Basic Safety 


Practices” of the UIHC’s Safety Manual.  Items covered include lifting, 


handling, prevention of falls and general office safety.

Know and follow all safety related “Policy Statements” issued by 



Engineering Services.
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
