The standards of the laboratory are very high and the laboratory undergoes inspections every two years.
Opportunities for DDD/MPGNII Patients

Patients with DDD/MPGNII and their families have the opportunity to participate in research to study the genetic causes of DDD/MPGNII.  If you are interested in considering this possibility, please contact Richard Smith at richard-smith@uiowa.edu.


Those agreeing to participate can expect the following to occur: 
1. 
You will be asked to sign a release so your pathology slides and blocks can be studied to verify the diagnosis of DDD/MPGN II. 
2. 
You will be asked to provide a small amount of blood which will be taken from a vein in your arm.  The amount of blood to be taken will be about 2 tablespoons.  From this blood, we will get some of your DNA which will be used for genetic studies that include mutation screening of the Factor H gene.  

There are NO costs for these studies.  Results of the genetic tests will be shared with the study participants and genetic counseling will be available.

Sending a Blood Sample

1. Send two purple-top tubes with 8-10 cc blood clearly labeled with NAME, DATE OF BIRTH, and AGE on each person.

2. Include the name, e-mail and telephone number of a contact person (physician, genetic counselor).
